Proud History

Founded in 1978 by President and CEO
Juan Gutierrez, Northeast Construction
began as a small civil contractor laying
water and sewer pipelines and storm
drainage systems for clean water projects
in New Jersey. In 1995, Northeast Con-
struction purchased Remsco Associates
and entered into water and wastewater
treatment plant construction.

(n 2003, the company purchased Cald-
well Marine International, LLC (CMI),
venturing into Marine Construction. The
main focus of CMI is the installanon of
submarine power cables, fiber optic sub-
marine cables and systems world wide.

Even with the growth and expansion of
the company through the years, it has re-
mained a family-owned business.

Company Leadership

Much of the company’s success can be at-
tributed to its core value of “Excellence of
Service” to its customers, from start to fin-
ish, on time and on budget. This company
creed was the foundation on which Juan
Gutierrez built his company and has been
upheld by the company’s current manage-
ment team which includes his sons
Rolando “Roly” Acosta, Executive Vice
President and General Counsel and John
Gutierrez, Equipment Manager.

Roly graduated from Princeton Univer-
sity in 1996 with an undergraduate degree
in History and began a career in Sports
Marketing. After a few years in the sports
industry, Roly joined Northeast Remsco as
a Superintendent where his interest in con-
struction and the Company grew. He en-
tered Rutgers Law School in 2003 earning
his degree and admission to the New Jer-
sey Bar in 2006. His experiences in mar-
keting and management, combined with
this law degree have proven to be invalo-
able as the company continues to progress
and expand into new arcas of construction
and new geographic regions.

1997, he decided to pursue his passion by
attending the San Diego Golf Academy
while working in the golf industry out west.
In 2001, John moved back to NJ to attend
Georgian Court University and graduated
with a degree in business. In 2009, he
Joined the Association of Equipment Man-
agement Professionals and became certified
as an Equipment Manager Specialist the
same year. As Equipment Manager, John
coordinates the logistics, purchasing, sell-
ing, and rental of equipment for all three
divisions along with overseeing more than
250 pieces equipment in addition to the
largest fleet of micro tunneling equipment
in the United States.

“Both John and [ were encouraged by
our father to pursue careers in other indus-
tries and businesses. I believe that ap-
proach allowed us to grow as individuals
and gain confidence in our ability to con-
iribute to the company’s success. We
eventually chose careers with the company
to expand upon our father’s [ifetime of
hard work and effort, and we appreciate
every opportunity we have to discuss our
projects with him.”

Northeast combines solid contracting
expenence with a professional organiza-
tion and has a long track record of work-
ing with owners in a team approach to
deliver projects on time and within budget.
This is possible because of the excellent
training over the years of the company’s
team of talented core employees who
tackle any type of project and do whatever
it takes to get the job done.

“Most of our core management team has
been with the company for a Jong time,”
said Roly Acosta, Executive Vice President.
“In order to avoid a
‘brain drain” as cur-
rent management
reaches retirement,

new employees leam the company opera-
tions from executive and upper management
members. This type of mentoring system
helps employees leamn not only the opera-
tions of the company, but the management
philosophy as well. Additionally, regardless
of title or position, everyone in management
is accessible by our employees.”

Project Diversity

As the company’s capabilities grew
through the decades, so did the geographi-
cal range of project locations, expanding
their territory to the Caribbean, Alaska and
British Columbia. Northeast Remsco Con-
struction and its affiliate, Caldwell Marine
International have constructed some of the
country’s most unique and complicated in-
frastructure, tunneling and marine projects.

Marine
The Vancouver lsland Transmission
Reinforcement (VITR) Project

This $29.5 million project called for
87,500 meters or 54.4 miles of high volt-
age submarine power cable to replace an
aging transmission system with a new sys-
tem to provide Vancouver Jsland and the
Southern Gulf Islands with a safe, reliable
energy system. The scope of work in-
cluded marine route surveying, cable route
engineering, coordination and logistics of
a multi-national project, transportation of
the 6,000 metric 1on submarine cable plant
from Japan to British Columbia, installa-
tion of the cable plant, and specialized en-
vironmentally friendly burial through eel
grasses. The $295-million project replaced
an aging transmission cable with a new
system, providing Vancouver Island and
the Southern Gulf Islands with safe, reli-
able energy to meet their needs far into the
future. Caldwell Marine completed the
project on time in November 2008.
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Transportation
Madison Station Americans with Disability
Act Improvements

Registered on the New Jersey Register of
Historical Places, the existing station was
constructed in Madison, NJ in 1916. The
station was designed and butlt with great
care and attention to detail and decorative
concrete treatments. This NJ Transit pros-
ect called for the retrofitting of the exist-
ing station to be compliant with the
Americans with Disability Act (ADA).
The work included rehabilitation of con-
crete, brick and terra cotia elements,
restoration of the platform canopies, con-
structing mini-level platforms, installation
of two elevators in existing buildings, up-
grade of electrical and cormunications
systems and complete roof reconstruction.
The work was completed while maintain-
ing service in the station buildings and
platforms. This project was awarded the
2007 NJ Historic Preservation Award for
Excellence 1n Historic Work.

Microtunneling
Homestead Avenue Interceptor Extension,
Hartford, CT

This carrent project, under the Metropoli-
tan District Commussion. includes the in-
stallation of 3000 linear feet of 72 jnch
PVC-lined reinforced concrete pipe using
micro-tunneling technology through
varved clays up 10 45 feet deep and the in-
stallation of 450 feet of 72 inch reinforced
concrete pipe using open cut methods
through congesied city streets. The longest
single microtunnel drive was 1200 linear
feet. The work includes micro-tunneling
beneath 1-84 and beneath active Amtrak
railroad tracks. As part of the project,
Northeast Remsco recently completed the
first planned curved microtunnel drive in

Infrastructure
South Salem Street Bridge, Dover, NJ

Northeast Remsco completed this tmpor-
tant NJ Departrment of Transportation proj-
ect which required the replacement of the
South Salem Street Bridge over the N.J.
Transit Morristown line. The project re-
quired replacement of the existing 30 foot
wide multi-span concrete and steel girder
structure with a new 44 foot wide single
span steel beam concrete deck structure.
Both the new and existing structures
spanned over three tracks of the NI Transit
electrified M&E line. This project was
completed on time in August 2009.

Utility

Overpeck Valley Parallel Relief Sewer

This bigh profile project was a $45 million
yimprovement program that called for the
installation 6.000 feet of reinferced con-
crete pipe under the NJ Turnpike, Route
46. a CSX Railroad Intermodal yard and
across the Hacken-
sack River. This
project was the
longest and largest
micro tunnel proj-
ect in NJ, and was
completed witbin
schedule and under
budget. The Bergen
County Ulilities

Authority was the Owner and received
an Honorable Mention as “2009 Trench-
less Project of the Year” from Trenchless
Technology Magazine.

Distinctions
